| will not use foul or abusive language. Swearing in any language is regarded as a serious offence.

| will arrive prepared and ready for my lessons, with a positive attitude to learn actively. | will take
responsibility for my learning, carefully carry out instructions, work very hard to complete tasks, respond to
teacher instructions first time, and not disrupt the lesson in any way, showing respect and consideration for
all those around me.

| will complete my homework assignments on time and to the best of my ability.

| will act with academic integrity in all my schoolwork, homework, and examinations.

| will speak to my teachers if | am having problems with my classwork or homework.

| will be punctual to homeroom, assemblies, lessons, activities and any other meetings.

In the flag ceremony and assemblies, | will line up promptly and in silence. | will show respect when singing
the national anthem and listening to the leaders of the assembly. | will applaud students receiving awards. |
will not bring any bags, books, papers, food or drink into the assemblies and ceremonies.

I will respect my own and others’ property and | will not mark or write on any book unless instructed by a
teacher. | will look after any surface, display board, smartboard, whiteboard, desk, and all other furniture.
